PLC = PATROL LEADERS COUNCIL   - Monthly, second Tuesday of each month. 6:30 - 7:30ish. Pizza served at 6:30.  Should be attended by Patrol leaders, ASPLs, SPL, Troop QM, Webmasters, Scribe, Historian, Librarian. Assistant patrol leaders are welcome but not required.  Meeting location is the small room in Church basement

 

ASM = Assistant Scoutmasters.  This monthly meeting will be changing. In the past we held our meetings immediately after the PLC. Unfortunately this has not been allowing us the amount of time we need.

            So a new meeting night will be set for a monthly ASM meeting. This should be attened by all ASMs the Outdoor Coordinator and any parents interested in becoming ASMs. Meeting time has to be agreed on with the ASMs. 

 

CM = Committee Meetings- Troop committee includes the core committee (Chair, Treasurer, Secretary,

            Advancement, etc.) also encouraged to attend; ASMs. Adults in charge of activities or short term programs like popcorn or wreaths should attend while their activity is going on. All parents are invited to attend this meeting to hear whats going on, voice your opinion or bring suggestions.

LTM - Leadership Team Meeting - This is the SPL, ASPLs & the Scoutmaster. Meetings normally run on the 

First Tuesday of each month at 7:00 at Mr. Malinski's house.

 

CAMPOUT Planning meetings - Each campout has a team in charge of planning the event. They meet as needed.

 The teams chose the time and location for their meetings.

 

SOME OTHER ACRONYMS
QM - Quartermaster - This is the boy that is in charge of all of our troop camping gear. Currently that is Chris Tuminaro. His adult advisor is Mr Koller.

COH - Court of Honor (like we just had last Monday)
SMC - Scoutmaster Conference. One on one meeting with the Scoutmaster. Required as one of the last steps before rank advancement but SMC can be requested by the Scoutmaster any time he needs to have an individual conversation with a boy.
BOR - Board of Reveiw. Set up by the Advancement chairperson. This is the final step in the approval cycle for rank advancement. After the SM (Scoutmaster) completes a SMC, he notifies the Advancement chairperson. She then arranges a Board and informs the boys. The Boards are made up of registered leaders that are not Assistant Scoutmasters. They interview each boy to determine readiness for rank advancement.
JLT - Junior Leader Training - A day long leadership training program put on by our older scouts and adult leaders. All boys should attend this. If they are in leadership positions they should attend this yearly.
NYLT - National Youth Leadership Training. A week long leadership course put on by an elite group of youth and adlut leaders at the Council level. This is run once a year at Camp Lakota. Attendees must be invited by and recommened by the Scoutmaster. Any boy that wants to be an ASPL or SPL is required to attend.
RT - Round Table - Monthy meeting of adults from many other troops in the area. They discuss new BSA policies and District or Council activities. Held on the second Monday of the month at the LDS church in Schaumburg.

OA - Order of the Arrow. A subset of scouts elected by their peers in the troop. These are boys that are committed to service and to the experience of the outdoors. Some people call this the National Honor Society of the Boy Scouts. Youth members are elected once a year by their peers. There are specific requirements to be considered for nomination. Boys must also have the Scoutmaster's recommendation. Adults can also be elected. In our troop, the current adult members nominate one adult each year.
